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Step four
Paint spots on each face of the dice, as shown, and allow 
to dry – that’s so cool!

Step three
Apply two coats of Resene Wellywood to each of the wooden 
blocks. Allow two hours for each coat to dry.

Step two
Apply one coat of Resene Quick Dry to the wooden blocks 
and allow to dry.

Giant dice

Step one
Carefully sand the two wooden blocks with sandpaper and 
then wipe clean with a clean cloth.
