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Resene | Stamp appeal

* Difficulty level *easy **moderate *x*x challenging

Step one

Stick the piece of polystyrene
onto the back of the MDF shape
and allow the glue to dry.

Step four
Apply one coat of Resene
Resolution Blue and allow two
hours to dry.

In Australia:

You will need:

e Artists’ paintbrush
e MDF butterfly shape
(ours came from ‘Spotlight’)
¢ Paper plate
e Primed artists’ board

PVA glue

e Resene Crackle Effect

Step two

Paint the artists’ board with two
coats of Resene Malibu, allowing
two hours for each coat to dry.

Step five

Pour a little Resene Pulse onto a
paper plate and dip the butterfly
stamp into the paint. Carefully
stamp five butterfly shapes onto
the board and allow two hours
to dry.

Paint the board with one coat of
Resene Crackle Effect and allow
to dry.
