Step 1 Apply one coat of Resene Quick Dry to the
inside and outside of the wooden drawer and
allow to dry.

Step 2 Apply two coats of Resene Lumbersider
tinted to Resene Bilbao to the inside and outside
of the wooden drawer. Allow at least two hours
for each coat of paint to dry.

Step 3 Paint some worms on the front of the
planter box with Resene Cabaret and allow the
paint to dry.

Step 4 Paint two ladybird shapes on the front
of the planter box with Resene Milano Red and
allow the paint to dry.

Step 5 Paint some flowers on the front of the
planter box with Resene Malibu and allow the
paint to dry.

Step 6 Paint some more flowers on the front of
the planter box with Resene California and allow
the paint to dry.

Step 7 Paint centres in each of the flower shapes
with Resene Alabaster and allow the paint to dry.

Step 8 Paint faces on the worms and then paint
heads and spots on the ladybirds using Resene
Black.

Step 9 Allow the paint to dry before planting into
your new planter box.
