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Measure and cut timber to the lengths
listed above.

Attach the zomm x 2o0mm lengths of
timber to the side supports and over-
head supports, as shown, spacing
them about 1somm apart. Use PVA
and gomm nails to fix in position.

On a flat surface, slot the top and bot-
tom side supports into the legs, as
shown, and fix with gomm nails and
PVA glue.

To secure a free-standing arch into the ground, attach galvanised metal brackets
to the ends of each leg and fix into the ground using rapid set concrete.
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
