You will need:

e Old metal bedhead ® Resene Lumbersider ¢ Resene Strip-Off paint
e Galvanised metal pole satin acrylic exterior stripper (if applicable)
(to fit into the ends of paint tinted to e Sandpaper
the bedhead) Resene Nero ¢ Hacksaw
