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Step one

Paint the ringbinder with one
coat of Resene Quick Dry Acrylic
Primer Undercoat and leave to
dry.

Paint a series of loose rings
around the planet using Resene
Pearl Shimmer — be sure to let
some of the black background
show through. Apply a thin layer
of Resene Pearl Shimmer to the
circle.
