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Restained fence
Exterior

To get the look:

Mark painted the 
shelf with Resene 

Lumbersider tinted  
to Resene Ciderhouse.

Other ideas:

For a rich black effect 
stain the fence with 
Resene Waterborne 
Woodsman tinted to 
Resene Pitch Black.

Step six
Carefully stir the Resene
